ND3: 

Skin integrity related to altered fluid status

Goal: the child will remain free of skin breakdown and rashes.

	Nursing intervention
	Rationale

	1.  Asses skin perineum and rectum for skin breakdown.
	Early assessment and intervention can prevent worsening of the condition.

	2. Change diapers every 2hours or as needed
	Minimize skin contact with chemical irritants from stool and urine



	3.Use cloth diapers rather than disposable.
	Minimize the mechanical and chemical irritants from disposable.



	4.Wash diapers area after each soiling
	Remove traces of soil if present

	5. Apply a&d ointment
	Provide barrier and protect intact or reddened skin from becoming excoriated.


Restorative care:

	Place the infant prone and leave the buttocks open in air
	Promotes air circulation to the area

	For toddlers and older children:

Tub bathe at least daily (if condition allows) in tepid water . pat the area dry

Discourage the wearing of underwear if possible
	Help loosen fecal matter without scrubbing which can cause additional irritation to the skin.

Allows air to circulate and prevent accumulation of moisture

	 Apply a& d ointment at least 4 times a day

Problem : Pain related to inflammatory changes in urinary tract.

	asses pain location , intensity and Duration.
	to provide information and to aid in determining choice of antibiotics and effectiveness of intervention.

	Put infant in comfortable position 

For child more than 4years old, teach them to do deep breathing
	To reduce anxiety and increase level of comfort.

	Administer prescribed medication (analgesic,antiinflamatory, antibiotics) 
	To reduce pain and act as pain relief.

	Educate child’s parents adequate information about UTI and hygiene.  
	To prevent recurrence UTI.
